Please also follow the guidelines below when at the ground:

e Players should arrive at the match venue changed and ready to play.

e Clubhouse will be open for use of toilets only, please follow social distancing
guidelines, wear masks when in the clubhouse and follow the one-way system.

e Players should bring a distinct/named water bottle and hand sanitiser to matches.

e Players should place their water bottles/hand sanitiser/belongings in areas at least
one metre apart from each other.

e Players to use hand sanitiser at water breaks before drinking.

e Before and after matches and during prolonged breaks in play all players are to
maintain social distancing.

e Footballs should only be handled when absolutely necessary (i.e. goalkeepers,
throw-ins).

e Supporters should follow social distancing guidelines and not gather in groups of
greater than six people from different households.
